MAUNDY THURSDAY HOLY COMMUNION AND STRIPPING OF THE ALTAR

With nightfall our Lenten observance comes to an end, and we gather with
Christians around the world to celebrate the Three Days of Jesus' death and
resurrection. At the heart of the Maundy Thursday liturgy is Jesus' commandment
to love one another. As Jesus washed the feet of his disciples, we are called to
follow his example as we humbly care for one another, especially the poor and
the unloved. At the Lord's table we remember Jesus' sacrifice of his life, even as
we are called to offer ourselves in love for the life of the world.

PASTORAL PRAYER FOR MAUNDAY THURSDAY

Gracious God,

As those who strive to follow Jesus in our living and to trust your power in our
dying, we gather to reflect upon the life that ended on a cross.

We recognize in ourselves the strengths and weaknesses of Jesus’ disciples:
although they loved him, they disappointed and failed him.

And yet, gathering with these imperfect friends at this last meal Jesus washed
their feet in service, and then extended the bread and cup to each. Jesus called
them to love one another, and invited them to share in his very life and in his

acceptance of the road ahead.

We are humbled, honored and inspired by the deep love Christ extended to the
world, and we take seriously the calling to be the body of Christ today.

Forgive us when we disappoint and fail you, and guide us back to a place of trust
and faithful living. Grant us the vision to see the world as you see it, with love
and compassion for each creature and all of your creation.



Hear us now as we confess our sins, and receive your forgiveness. Bless our
children receiving their first communion. Open our hearts as we enter into this
Holy Three Days as we remember your suffering, passion and death. Prepare us
for the joy and promise of the Resurrection.

PRELUDE

CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS
All may remain seated making the sign of the cross, the sign marked at baptism, as the
presiding minister begins.

Friends in Christ, in this Lenten season we have heard our Lord’s call to struggle
against sin, death, and the devil—all that keeps us from loving God and each
other. We have gathered midweek to learn how we are called to turn towards
God’s abundance with acts of faithfulness, mercy, compassion, forgiveness, and
love. These are the acts we are called to give and receive along our faith journey.
We have welcomed the child through baptism this Lent, We have shared this
discipline of Lent with our fifth and sixth grade youth who have been preparing to
receive first communion on this Holy Night.

Within the community of the church, God never wearies of forgiving sin and
giving the peace of reconciliation. On this night let us confess our sin against God
and our neighbor, and enter the celebration of the great Three Days reconciled
with God and with one another.

Silence is kept for reflection and self-examination.

Most merciful God,

we confess that we are captive to sin and cannot free ourselves. We have
sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by
what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we
have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.

For the sake of your Son, Jesus Christ, have mercy on us. Forgive us, renew
us, and lead us, so that we may delight in your will and walk in your ways,

to the glory of your holy name.

FIRST READING Exodus 12:1-4, 11-14
The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: 2This month shall mark
for you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year for you.
3Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are to
take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each household. #If a household is too
small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in obtaining one; the
lamb shall be divided in proportion to the number of people who eat of it.

UThis is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and
your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the Passover of the
